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Terms & Conditions
This is a competition to promote practical learning and skills for young people being held by Edge Foundation.
Entry Rules

1. About the Competition

The competition is to find the best designs for hotel uniforms and a small number of items for production and use within the Edge Hotel School at Wivenhoe House Hotel.  
2.
Who can enter and how
2.1    
The competition is open to all young people who are under the age of 26 by the closing date of the competition – Friday, 9 December 2011.  Proof of residency in the UK and age may be required. 

2.2     
This competition is not open to employees of Edge, University of Essex and Kaplan Open Learning, their agencies or anyone professionally connected with this promotion or anyone currently serving a term of imprisonment in the UK.  

2.3 Entries must include the following:             

2.3.1 Completed entry form containing a written description (maximum 1000 words) of the uniform or item being designed including: reasoning behind design decisions, details of materials to be used, production method (where appropriate) and a detailed production budget
2.3.2 Detailed drawing and/or model of the item (including dimensions)
2.3.3
The entry form, written description and drawing can be submitted by email, hard copy (by fax or post) or by CD.  Clear photos of any scale model will be accepted for initial judging.

All entrants need to register at www.edge.co.uk and use the prescribed entry form which can be found on the website or on application to Edge, 4 Millbank, London SW1P 3JA.  The entry form and accompanying submission must be received by email to jsamuels@edge.co.uk  or by post at the above address by midnight on Friday 9 December 2011.  Entries must be completed in full in order to be accepted.

2.5
Responsibility cannot be accepted for entries lost, damaged, delayed or not received by Edge.  Proof of sending is not proof of receipt.  Neither can responsibility be accepted for inaccurate contact details.

2.6
Only one entry per person per competition category may be made.  

2.7.
The entry submitted must be original, unpublished, entirely the entrant’s own work and must not infringe the copyright or any other rights of any third party.  It must not be defamatory of any living person or corporate body.

2.8
There is no charge for entering the competition but submission of entries is at the entrant’s own expense.

2.9
Entries must be in English. 

2.10
Entrants must comply with these terms and conditions and all rules in order to be eligible to receive a prize.

Edge reserves the right to refuse entry to the competition for any reason at their absolute discretion.

The Prizes

3.1 The competition will be judged in each competition category and one entrant in each category will be eligible to win a prize.

3.2 Each winning entrant will: 

3.2.1 receive a cash prize of £1,000 

3.2.2 see their design manufactured for use in Wivenhoe House, the home of the Edge Hotel School
3.2.3 have the opportunity to become a “Designer in Residence” at the Edge Hotel School at Wivenhoe House.  This will include the opportunity to showcase their work; sell or take commissions for private work; provide workshops/demonstrations/master classes for hotel guests for up to 4 x 2 day periods in a calendar year, commencing September 2012.

3.3 Each winning entrant must reply to the prize administrator within 5 days of the prize notification being sent otherwise the prize may be withdrawn and another winner selected at the discretion of the judges.

3.4 Prizes are not transferable. They are subject to availability. No cash alternative is available for elements other than the stated cash prize.

3.5 Prize winners agree to complete all paperwork reasonably required.

4. Entries and Judging 

4.1 Each entrant needs to register on the website www.edge.co.uk and submit their design as specified above by the official closing date.  

4.2 The short listing judges will be responsible for compiling a short list in each competition category of up to 5 outstanding entries to be submitted for the competition category finals, from which they will select 1 winning entry in each competition category.  Short listing will depend on the standard of the entries and may result in no entries being put forward to the finals. The maximum number of short listed entries may be increased or decreased at the discretion of the judges.

4.3 The entrants short listed for the finals will be contacted by telephone or email and by post.

4.4 Edge will pay for the reasonable travel and subsistence expenses of entrants to attend the workshops for short-listed candidates.  Edge will also pay the reasonable travel and subsistence expenses of winning entrants to attend the prize giving ceremony as arranged by Edge. Travel on public transport should be by economy or standard class. 

4.5 The judges’ decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

4.6 The judging will be fair and independent.  The judging panel will include representatives from Edge and other relevant design experts.
5. Publicity

5.1 Edge will not pass personal details to any other organisation not involved in the running of this competition.

5.2 A list of winners and results will be posted on www.edge.co.uk 
5.3 Winners must agree to take part in all parts of the prize, including the “Designer in Residence” element as well as any reasonable competition related publicity without fee.

6. Ownership and Use of Entries and Copyright

6.1 All media containing entries will become the property of Edge and will not be returned to the entrant.

6.2 Edge acknowledges that copyright in the entry ideas remains with the entrant. By submitting entries, however, the entrants grant to Edge a non-exclusive, royalty free licence to display, reproduce or publish, or give permission to third parties to display, reproduce or publish, any entry without payment in any media in perpetuity worldwide.

7. Cancellation

Edge reserves the right to cancel the competition at any stage if the Edge decides that cancellation is necessary and/or if circumstances arise outside their control.
